Parks Fertilizer Testing

Applications of tainted fertilizer at four parks through
the use of Milorganite provided by the Milwaukee
Metropolitan Sewerage District (MMSD) resulted in
warning signs being placed at Sheridan, Kulwicki,
Madison and Grant parks. The sewerage district
received test results showing elevated levels of
chemicals known as PCBs and is working with the
parks department to restore the areas to acceptable
standards. The Parks Department is a client of MMSD
and remains in close contact with them to resolve the
situation.
