Agenda items:

1. Reports

a. Not present: Mike Maierle, Ralph Voltner, Dan Steininger, Laurie Gorton, Ellen Brostrom  

b. General discussion proceeded regarding Bender Park land swap request.

        Mr. Lynch indicated that developers must have specifics when formal discussion occurs.  He asked that members not pre-judge the proposal.

        Mr. Boltman suggested that WE Energies representatives appear at the hearing to discuss their position and role.

        DNR described its role and indicated that a recommendation be made to the federal government. 

        Meeting suggested for 6 weeks from date.

        Supervisor Broderick spoke about a possible moratorium on any land swap.
c.   Mr. Lynch recapped the history of City and County relationship with HONOR and Loonsfoot at former Coast Guard station.  

         Supervisor Broderick laid out the existing arrangement with Loonsfoot. 

        Mr. Lynch said there is nothing before LDAC on site now but there may be a request this fall. 

2.  Doctor’s and Big Bay parks

        Mr. Lynch recapped the highlights of the tour that some LDAC members took prior to the meeting.

        Village President Pritchard informed members of concerns at Big Bay Park.

        LDAC members discussed how to make better use of the facilities at Big Bay and Doctor’s parks.

3. LDAC operations

        Ald. D’Amato discussed a meeting between the chair and the Common Council City Clerk regarding the specific requirements of record-keeping and record retention.

        Village President Pritchard wanted clarification on alternates for elected officials.  It was agreed that all elected officials and government representatives would be allowed an alternate.  Unanimous consent to hold over.
