COMPLAINING WITNESS:
Complaining Witness


The above-named complainant, being first duly sworn, states that the above-named defendant, in Milwaukee County, Wisconsin,

OPERATING A MOTOR VEHICLE WHILE UNDER THE INFLUENCE OF AN INTOXICANT

on Date at the location of Location, City, did unlawfully operate a motor vehicle while under the influence of an intoxicant, contrary to Wisconsin Statute Sections 346.63(1)(a) and 346.65(2).

PENALTIES
For a 10th or subsequent conviction of this offense, a Class F Felony, the penalty shall be a fine of not more than $25,000 or imprisonment for not more than 12.5 years, or both; further, a motor vehicle owned by the defendant and involved in the violation may be ordered seized and forfeited pursuant to section 346.65(6).

PENALTY ENHANCER

If a person convicted had an alcohol concentration of 0.17 to 0.199, the applicable minimum and maximum fines are doubled.  If a person convicted had an alcohol concentration of 0.20 to 0.249, the applicable minimum and maximum fines are tripled.  If a person convicted had an alcohol concentration of 0.25 or above, the applicable minimum and maximum fines are quadrupled.

FEDERAL REPEAT OFFENDER

If the defendant has two or more OWI convictions in any five-year period, the defendant is ineligible for an occupational license for one year after conviction as per sections 343.30(1q)(b)3 & 4 and 343.305(10)(b)3.  In addition, every vehicle on which the defendant’s name appears as an owner or lessee is subject to a vehicle sanction such as seizure, immobilization, or installation of an ignition interlock device.

*** CERTIFICATE OF TITLE NOTICE ***
Pursuant to section 346.65(6)(a)2m, you are hereby notified that as a person who has two or more prior convictions counted under section 343.307(1) who may own a motor vehicle subject to seizure, equipping with an interlock device or immobilization, you must surrender to the Clerk of Court, the Certificate of Title issued under Chapter 342 for every motor vehicle you own.  This requirement must be complied with in five working days after receipt of this notice.  Any person failing to surrender a Certificate of Title as required under section 346.65(6)(a)2m shall forfeit not more than $500.

The address of the Clerk of Circuit Court in Milwaukee County is 821 West State Street, Room 117, Milwaukee, WI 53233, and the office hours are from 8:30 a.m. – 12:00 p.m. and 1:00 p.m. – 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  Pursuant to section 346.65(6)(a)2m, the Clerk of Court shall promptly return each Certificate of Title surrendered to the Clerk of Court after stamping the Certificate of Title with the notation, “Per section 346.65(6) of the Wisconsin Statutes, ownership of this motor vehicle may not be transferred without prior court approval.”

PROBABLE CAUSE

Complainant is a law enforcement officer employed by the Jurisdiction, and bases this complaint upon a reading of official reports prepared by Officer Name, which reports are of the kind that complainant has used in the past and found to be truthful and reliable and of the kind that complainant knows are prepared in the regular course of that department’s business.

Such reports reveal that on the above-stated date and at the above stated location, the defendant was observed by Officer Name,  Facts Information.  Based upon these observations, defendant was believed to be intoxicated.

As to defendant’s operation of a motor vehicle:
A. Defendant told the reporting officer that  FORMDROPDOWN 
 was operating a Type motor vehicle on the above date at the above-described location.

B. The reporting officer took a statement from Name,  FORMDROPDOWN 
 citizen, who stated that  FORMDROPDOWN 
 personally observed defendant operating a Type motor vehicle on the above date at the above-described location.

C. The reporting officer observed the defendant operating a Type motor vehicle on the above date at the above-described location.

As to the chemical test:

A. Defendant was subsequently conveyed to Hospital where, within three hours of defendant’s operation of the motor vehicle, a sample of defendant’s blood was drawn by Name, and sent to a chemist for testing.  The results of that sample are not yet provided.

A reliable teletype from the State of Wisconsin Department of Transportation, Division of Motor Vehicle shows that defendant has Number prior convictions, suspensions, or revocations for alcohol-related driving offenses, as counted under Wisconsin Statute Section 343.307(1) on or after January 1, 1989.
