On a number of recent occasions, the Milwaukee County EMS Commu -nications Center played a vital role in the management of transport decisions and notifications to area hospitals during unusual and multiple causality incidents.  





Milwaukee County EMS Communications Center (EMS Comms) (previously known as Paramedic Base), is responsible for medical communications between municipal paramedic units, emergency departments who are receiving patients; air medical, BLS and other EMS providers transporting patients to hospitals located on the Milwaukee Regional Medical Center grounds .





MC EMS Comms assisted the Germantown Fire Department to poll area hospitals through the Witrac Communications Network that there was a multiple casualty incident at Walmart.  Because of the close, real-time communications between the on-scene incident command staff and the staff at MC EMS Comms, EMS Comms Staff coordinated the transport of 28 patients to 7 hospitals by 11 EMS Agencies in a timely manner and with proper advanced notice which allowed quality care to be administered.





The MC EMS Comms Center also assisted the Milwaukee Fire Department by notifying area hospitals of incoming patients from the scene of a house explosion secondary to a gas leak. With four paramedic units and a number of BLS units responding, it was critical that medical communications be managed in a clear and effective manner.  MC EMS Comms staff was able to quickly determine which paramedic units were responding to this scene and coordinate notifying area hospitals of incoming injured patients.





The last incident involved the explosion and fire at the WE Energies Power Plant in Oak Creek.  MC EMS Communications Center assisted the Oak Creek Fire Department to alert area hospitals  that this incident did occur, and that patients were arriving by both ground and via helicopter.

Prior to reporting for his shift at the Greendale Fire Dept. on January 12, 2009, Firefighter Kyle Kierzek went to the Princeton Club in New Berlin to workout.  After a short period of time, Kyle noticed some commotion with someone retrieving the on-site defibrillator.  


Kyle investigated, found a member down, pulseless and not breathing, and beginning to receive aid from other Club members. Kyle joined in the efforts to revive the member.


The defibrillator pads were in place, the machine analyzed, and a shock was advised.  While the machine was charging, Kyle noted another person holding the patient’s hand. He quickly told everyone not to touch the patient.  CPR was initiated with Kyle doing compressions and another member on ventilations.  After 3 minutes of CPR, Kyle recommended reassessing for pulses and seeing if another shock was advised.  It was noted that the patient was taking some breaths on their own. Kyle proceeded to take a blood pressure while ventilations were assisted.  The patient was monitored until New Berlin EMS arrived.  Four days later the patient was dis-charged from the hospital.


People are well aware of the duties and actions firefighters, EMT’s, and Paramedics provide when they are on duty; however, Kyle’s actions highlight the service and responsi-bilities firefighters, EMT’s, and paramedics provide to a community when they are off duty as well.
