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A CAMPGROUND CABIN 
 
The Friends of Kohler-Andrae, a not-for-profit 
citizen support organization for the John Michael 
Kohler and Terry Andrae State Parks, is inviting 
local businesses and individuals to make a 
donation towards the construction of a campground 
cabin for people with physical disabilities and 
special needs. 
 
According to the most recent data, about 20 
percent of Wisconsin residents experience some 
form of disability. Because of physical limitations, 
many disabled citizens cannot participate in 
traditional camping activities provided at state 
parks. The cabin would be used exclusively by 
people whose disability makes the use of regular 
campsites very difficult or unlikely. 
 
Kohler-Andrae State Park is located just south of 
the city of Sheboygan along the shores of Lake 
Michigan. The 1,000-acre park is one of the busiest 
in the state with over 400,000 day users and 
60,000 campers visiting the park each year. 
 
The Friends of Kohler-Andrae are attempting to 
raise a total of $124,000 to construct a cabin for 
campers with special needs. The group is also 
seeking funds from the Knowles-Nelson 
Stewardship program that provides state 
development funding through a 50/50 match grant 
to Friends organizations that support their local 
state park and forest properties.

CIVIL RIGHTS TRIBUTE BUS 
HONORS LOCAL & NATIONAL 
HEROS 
 
The Milwaukee County 
Transit System (MCTS) was 
invited to display a fully 
wrapped bus honoring local 
and national civil rights 
leaders during the National 
Association for the 
Advancement of Colored People (NAACP) 
Convention to be held in July. The Civil Rights 
Tribute bus, as it is called, was on display 
Saturday, July 9th through Tuesday, July 12th at 
the NAACP Commerce and Industry Show in the 
Midwest Airlines Center. The bus, which has been 
circulating throughout the transit system for the 
past year, earned MCTS a gold level in kind 
convention sponsorship from the NAACP 
 
This moving historical tribute displays images on 
the outside of the bus from NAACP Chairman 
Julian Bond to Jack Patterson, the first African-
American bus operator. Inside the bus are 14 short 
biographies of Milwaukee residents who played a 
significant role in furthering the rights of African-
Americans. 
 
The Civil Rights Tribute bus has participated in the 
2004 and 2005 Juneteenth Day Parades and also 
displayed at schools. The artwork will be retired at 
the end of 2005. Photographs used in the design 
were provided by the Black Historical Society and 
Corbis.

Brian Zimmerman, Milwaukee 
County Golf Course Supervisor, stated, “This 
experience taught us a lot.  Watching how the 
golfers were utilizing the cars gave us ideas on 
what features would be desirable for future 
adaptive golf car purchases.”
