Do you receive Social Security 
Disability Insurance (SSDI) but are 
interested in working and earning 
more? 
 
RiCH Vocational Services, in collaboration with the 
Wisconsin Department of Health and Family Services, is 
offering beneficiaries the opportunity to participate in a 
study to test out a new policy for the Social Security 
Administration.  Currently, if you receive SSDI and want 
to work substantially you face the “cash cliff” (i.e. you 
can work and earn up to $830 (in 2005) and keep your 
entire SSDI cash benefit, however if you earn one dollar 
over this amount you risk losing your entire SSDI cash 
payment).   
 
We are testing an alternative that involves introducing a 
“benefit offset” to the SSDI program.  Rather than losing 
access to your entire SSDI cash payment, you will 
experience a gradual decrease in this payment as your 
earnings increase.  This decrease allows you to 
gradually work towards independence and guarantees 
you will be better off financially during the pilot. 
 
To be eligible, you must: 
� Be between 18-64 years old 
� Receive only SSDI (people who receive SSDI 

and SSI together are not eligible) 
� Live in Wisconsin
