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SPECIALIZED HELP FOR HOUSING
ISSUES IS NOW AVAILABLE

Wisconsin Initiatives in Sustainable Housing, Inc. (WISH,
Inc.) is a non-profit organization dedicated to building a
sustainable stock of community-based, affordable
housing for people with disabilities. WISH has been
around since 2002 and currently has grants from both
the Greater Milwaukee Foundation and the Helen Bader
Foundation. These grants make it possible for WISH to
assist individuals with disabilities and their families with
the creation of viable long-term housing plans. In
particular, WISH can assist:

¢ Aging parents who still provide a home to an adult
child with a disability, and who would like to consider
their options for ensuring their adult child can continue
to live in the home after the death of the parent.

¢ People with disabilities who are living in a family
member’'s home (e.g spouse, sibling, etc.) where the
person with a disability and the family member agree
that they would like the person with disability to be
able to stay in that home for his/her lifetime.

¢ People with disabilities who are homeowners, but who
are concerned how they will be able to stay in their
home, and manage, maintain and/or afford their home
over the long-term, particularly as they grow older or
as their disabilities may increase.

¢ Families who are interested in creating a viable plan
for enabling a family member with a disability to have a
home of their own, and any management or other
assistance necessary to make this possible.

¢ Residential agencies, who are interested in finding a
committed, non-profit landlord to provide small-scale,
affordable, community-based housing for the
individuals with disabilities that they support.

¢ Any person with a disability who currently has housing
that works well for them, but who faces some threat to
losing that housing (e.g. foreclosure, termination of
lease, etc.) and who needs assistance to figure out
their options for keeping that housing.

WISH provides individualized assistance people with
disabilities and their families. WISH also offers
educational workshops on housing-related topics,
including estate planning and estate recovery as it
relates to housing. In addition, WISH operates a pooled,
charitable housing and supplemental needs trust for
people with disabilities. Finally, WISH can also acquire,
own and manage affordable, community-based housing
that it rents it to people with disabilities at affordable
rates. WISH currently owns and manages 9 units that
provide housing to 21 individuals with disabilities and
their caregivers.
