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THE NATIONAL FAMILY CAREGIVER SUPPORT PROGRAM (NFCSP)

Who is Eligible for NFCSP

« Family caregivers who provide care to a family member who is 60 years of age or older or to an
individual (including those below 60 years of age) with Alzheimer’s disease or a related disorder with
neurological and organic brain dysfunction.

e Grandparents or relative caregivers (not the parent) 55 years of age and older who are caring for children
under age 19, or who are caring for a relative with a disability who is 19 to 59 years of age.

Basic Services Provided by NFCSP

The intent of the program is to provide information, support and assistance to family caregivers by providing
the following services.

1. Information to caregivers about available services.

2. Assistance to caregivers in gaining access to supportive services.

3. Individual counseling, organization of support groups and caregiver training to caregivers to assist the
caregivers in making decisions and solving problems relating to their caregiving roles.

4. Respite care to enable caregivers to be temporarily relieved from their caregiving responsibilities which
can include in-home respite care, adult day services and institutional respite on an intermittent,
occasional or emergency basis.

5. Supplemental services, on a limited basis, to complement the care provided by caregivers which can
include nutrition counseling, transportation, home modifications, assistive technologies, emergency
response systems, equipment/supplies, adaptive aids or professional visits by a RN, PT, OT, Geriatric
Care Manager.

Respite and Supplemental Services

To be eligible to receive respite care and supplemental services, family caregivers of an older adult or
an individual with Alzheimer’s disease must be providing in-home and community care to individuals
who meet the following definition of “frail” as outlined in the Older Americans Act:

e The individual is unable to perform at least two activities of daily living (ADL’s) e.g. eating, bathing,
toileting, dressing etc. without substantial human assistance, including verbal reminding, physical cuing
or supervision

Or

e Due to cognitive or mental impairment, the individual requires substantial supervision due to
behavior that poses a serious health or safety hazard to the individual or another.

e There is no income or asset test required to qualify for NFCSP assistance.

The ADL functional screen does not apply to Grandparents or relative caregivers defined above.

Please note that temporary respite cannot be provided on an on-going basis.

Funding cannot be used to provide respite or day-care services for individuals currently receiving other
home and community-based services funding (COP, Family Care, CCO, Care Wisconsin, child welfare,
etc.) which can pay for respite and day-care.



NFCSP Respite/Supplemental Services are defined as followed and include:

Respite - In-home, adult day care, residential or institutional care: Services which offer temporary, substitute
supports or living arrangements to provide a brief period of relief or rest for caregivers. It can be in the
form of an overnight stay on an intermittent, occasional or emergency basis of not more than 7 consecutive
days, nor more than 14 days a year.

In-home respite care may be provided by a family member, friend or professional agency including
supervision and cares provided by a geriatric care manager. Respite grants will be awarded to the
caregiver who will be reimbursed for services provided by informal providers. Formal agency providers
may be reimbursed directly by Interfaith at a prearranged rate. In-home 24 hour/overnight respite may
not exceed the cost of comparable out of home costs.

Adult Day Care is defined as the provision of care for dependent adults in a supervised, protective,
congregate setting during some portion of a 24-hour day. Providers may be reimbursed directly by
Interfaith at a prearranged rate.

Residential or institutional care may be provided at a respite center, residential hospice, AFH, CBRF,
RCAC, skilled nursing facility or hospital. Formal residential or institutional providers may be
reimbursed directly by Interfaith at a prearranged rate.

Supplemental Services - Services provided on a limited basis (not more than once per week or a total of eight

hours per week) to complement, not replace, the care provided by caregivers.

Personal Care — Providing personal assistance, stand-by assistance, supervision or cues for people
having difficulties with one or more of the following activities of daily living: eating, dressing, bathing,
toileting and transferring in and out of bed.

Homemaker - Providing assistance to people having difficulty with one or more of the following
instrumental activities of daily living: preparing meals, shopping for personal items, managing money,
using the telephone or doing light housework.

Chore - Providing assistance to people having difficulty with one or more of the following instrumental
activities of daily living: heavy housework, yard work or sidewalk maintenance.

Adult Day Care is defined as the provision of care for dependent adults in a supervised, protective,
congregate setting during some portion of a 24-hour day.

Nutrition Counseling - Provision of individualized advice and guidance to individuals or family
caregivers who are at nutritional risk, because of their health or nutritional history, dietary intake,
medication use or chronic illness.

Transportation - Provision of a means of transportation for a person from one location to another.
Does not include any other activity.

Assisted Transportation - Provision of assistance, including escort, to a person who has difficulties
(physical or cognitive) using regular vehicular transportation.

Other - All services other than those listed above but not limited to: home modifications, adaptive aids,
assistive technologies, emergency response systems, incontinence supplies or professional visits by a
RN, PT, OT or Geriatric Care Manager..

April Is Autism Awareness Month

Autism is a complex neurobiological disorder that typically appears during
the first three years of life and affects a person’s ability to communicate and
interact with others. It is part of a group of disorders known as autism
spectrum disorders (ASD). Today, 1 in 150 individuals is diagnosed with
autism. It occurs in all racial, ethnic, and social groups and is four times
more likely to occur in boys than girls. Symptoms can range from very mild
to quite severe. Common signs of autism include:

e Lack of or delay in spoken language

e Repetitive use of language and/or motor mannerisms (e.g.,
hand-flapping, twirling objects)

e Little or no eye contact

e Lack of interest in peer relationships

e Lack of spontaneous or make-believe play

Early intervention is critical to gain maximum benefit from existing
therapies. If parents suspect their child may have autism, they should follow
their instincts, share their concerns with their pediatrician, obtain a
diagnosis, and seek treatment options.

Easter Seals is excited to offer The P.L.A.Y. Project (Play & Language for
Autistic Youngsters) Home Consulting Program to parents who are seeking
an effective, low cost, playful intervention within their home. This program
is based on the DIR® (Developmental, Individualized, Relationship-based)
theory of Stanley Greenspan MD. Through assessment, one-on-one
interaction, and video technology, the P.L.A.Y. consultant works with
parents in their home to guide them through individualized techniques to
improve their child’s language and social skills.
